As part of our commitment to serve more local people we 
opened Europe’s first Habitat ReStore in Lisburn and then 
Ballymena, Newry, Newtownards, Drogheda and Belfast. 
ReStore directly tackles poverty in Ireland, delivering real 
impacts for the local community and the environment, in 
partnership with local people, companies, churches, schools 
and community organisations.   

ReStore is the low-cost DIY store selling donated new and 
used building supplies and home improvement materials at 50-
75% off normal retail price.
